UPK drop off will still be in the cafeteria so we are asking 

UPK parents to park in the cafeteria parking lot and escort their children into the 

cafeteria.  A reminder, cars should not be turning around in the back parking lot.  

We are asking that parents please remember to drive slowly so we can keep eve-

ryone safe.
